John Jay College Collaborative Research Award Program
The Office for the Advancement of Research announces a new award to support faculty research during the 2012 – 2013 academic year. Two awards of $8,000 will be given out to collaborative faculty teams (two or more faculty), with preference going to teams consisting of junior and senior faculty and/or faculty from multiple disciplines. Collaborative projects include, but are not limited to: 
· Creative endeavors, performances or exhibits; 

· Publication of multiple articles to be submitted to top-tier journals (including pedagogical articles); 

· Research designed as a pilot project for a clearly defined larger proposal.
Funds from this program can be used for a range of purposes, including (but not limited to) hiring research assistants, stipends for research participants, travel to research sites, purchase of computer software, postage, photocopying of documents, summer salary, or reassigned time.  The funds cannot be used for travel to conferences.
Faculty members from all departments are eligible and can submit self-nominations directly to the Research Advisory Committee.  To apply, please submit the following to Karen Terry at kterry@jjay.cuny.edu, no later than March 5, 2012:
· A Curriculum Vita for every person on the research team;

· A 3-5 page description of the project(s) and/or publications to be undertaken with the use of the funds. The role of each participant should be clearly outlined;

· A budget outline and narrative. 
Proposals will be evaluated based on the following criteria, where applicable: 

· Quality of project design;  

· Clarity of the narrative;

· Likelihood of project resulting in a top-tier publication, a significant research grant, or public performance or exhibition.
A subcommittee of the Research Advisory Committee will review applications. The subcommittee will include at least one representative from the humanities, the sciences, and the social sciences.
A final report will be required from those who are awarded funds.  Those who received funds from the Office for the Advancement of Research in the past but who did not submit the required report will be disqualified from awards this academic year.
