John Jay College Faculty Scholarly Excellence Reward Program
The Office for the Advancement of Research announces the continuation of the Faculty Scholarly Excellence Reward Program.  The program constitutes a reward for scholarly productivity and an investment in future productivity.  Approximately six tenure-track or tenured faculty who have demonstrated exceptional scholarship in the previous three calendar years (2009, 2010, and 2011) will be awarded two courses of reassigned time during the 2012 – 2013 academic year.  In special circumstances, recipients can receive an amount of money equivalent to payment of two adjunct replacements (about $7,000) to be used for designated research purposes instead of the reassigned time.

Faculty members from all departments are eligible and can submit self-nominations directly to the Research Advisory Committee.  To apply, please submit the following to Karen Terry at kterry@jjay.cuny.edu no later than March 5, 2012:
· A Curriculum Vita;
· A completed Scholarly Excellence Application Form, included with this Call for Applications.
The final selection will be made by a sub-committee of the Research Advisory Committee which will be comprised of at least one representative each from the humanities, the sciences, and the social sciences.  However, there is no predetermined distribution of awards according to rank, department or discipline.

Please note the following:

· Distinguished Professors and Presidential Scholars are ineligible. 

· Faculty members who received Excellence Rewards previously may re-apply in successive years, but the Committee will give highest consideration to recent accomplishments that have not been previously acknowledged by this award.
