Transfer applicants can meet the skills admissions requirements in reading,
writing, and mathematics on the basis of the SAT, ACT, NYS Regents, and/or
CUNY Assessment Test (CAT) scores.

I SAT score of 480 or higher in Verbal or Critical Reading and 500 on
Mathematics

I ACT score of 20 or higher in English and 21 in Math
I New York State Regents score of 75 or higher in English and Math

Students who completed a 3 credit college-level English course and/or
mathematics course from an accredited college or university, with a grade of
ACO or better are exempt. The grade

For NYS Regents exemptions, an official High School transcript must be sent to
the Admissions Office unless included with your application.

If you are not exempt from testing, you will receive a letter notifying you of the
date and time to take the assessment tests.

If you cannot make the scheduled date, you must contact the Testing Office to
reschedule at 212-237-8108. You will not be allowed to register for courses
without taking the CUNY Assessment Tests.

The CUNY Math Placement Exam (COMPASYS) Is required for all students
unless you are exempt from the general education requirements [applicable to
students who are transferring with an Associates Degree (A.A., A.S.) from a CUNY
Community College] or have transferred in MAT 104, MAT 105, or MAT 141.
Contact the Testing Office to schedule a date and time for the COMPASS.

Students with greater than 45 credits MUST take the CUNY Proficiency Exam
by their 60th credit.

The Testing Office will notify you of your status.
You have 3 chances to pass this test!!
If you are absent, it is considered a failure!!

A registration STOP will be placed on your record if you fail to take the CPE
which will prevent you from registering.

Students are exempt from the CPE exam if they have completed a Bachelor's
degree from an accredited University.

Students who are transferring with an Associates Degree (A.A., A.S.) from a
CUNY Community College should have already taken and passed the CPE as a
condition of graduation.

A Can | be exempt from any General Education Course®

Although we provide you with an outline of how to receive exemptions, final decisions
on awarding of exemptions lies with the academic departments.

A What does being exempt from a course mean?

I Being exempt from a course means that one is not obligated to take the
specific course in question for your general education or major/minor
requirements. HOWEVER, being exempt from a specific course does not
exempt one from fulfilling the 120 credit requirement for graduation.
Exemption from a particular course does not earn credits for the course.

Math 104, 105: Based on your scores from the CUNY Assessment Tests taken
prior to your entrance to John Jay.

Natural Science 107: Students who took 3 years of high school science and
passed 2 regents exams (NYS Regents ONLY with a score of 65 or better) are
eligible to be exempt from Natural Science. To apply for this exemption, you can
obtain the appropriate form at One Stop.

Physical Education: Students who have received physical education credit for
their military training or police, fire, or corrections academy, or other comparable
agency training are exempt from this requirement. Contact One Stop for more
information.
