New Building Update
Since I wrote to you last month, important progress has been made regarding the completion and occupancy of our new building which will begin next month.  If you had the opportunity to attend one of the two events held in the new building atrium last month, you can attest to what a fantastic facility this is. 

Updated Schedule & Developments:

September 2 - Approval was obtained from the New York City Building Department (Temporary Certificate of Occupancy) to occupy and utilize the first four floors of the facility. 

Recruitment and training of new and existing public safety, maintenance and technology staff necessary to operate the building is actively underway.

Early October - the above service staff are scheduled to move in first, to prepare the building for actual use.  Network set to be completed.  Expect some temporary email and website disruption the weekend of September 30. 

October 28- Academic and Student Support services located in North Hall will move to the concourse level of the new building and those floors will be open for use.  These offices include: The Early Learning  Center, Student Life and Student Clubs, Student Government, Jay Express Service Center and Call Center Offices, VP of Enrolment Management, Testing Labs and their offices, Bursars Office, Career Development Services, Community Outreach and Service Learning, Black Male Initiative, Women’s Center , Health Services, VP Student Development offices, Counseling Department, Accessibilities Service, Graduate and Undergraduate Admission Offices, Writing Centers, Math and Science Resource Center, CELS Labs, PDP Lab, Academic Advisement and Classrooms.

It is expected that offices will reopen for service on Monday October 31, but there may be some service issues that will be discussed in future update bulletins. 

November 2  - Official ribbon cutting ceremony  

November 3 – Student “open house” and opportunity for students, as well as faculty to get to know the facility and celebrate it. 

November 7 - The majority, but not all, classes now in North Hall to be switched to the new building.  Classrooms are located on the 1st floor of the new building.  More details to follow. 

Certain academic departments will temporarily remain in North Hall.  Some student computer lab services as well.  North Hall will remain open and used after we move into the new building until the end of Summer 2012. 

Early December– Completion of the outdoor rooftop “Jay Walk”, dining floor and Academic Tower.  Access to the Jay Walk (a major connector between Harren and the New Building) will not be permitted until winter break.  Signage will guide you to the other connection on the Lobby level and lower (L2) level. 

Winter Break - Academic Departments move into Tower.  Dining facilities on second floor to open. 

Space Planning staff are working with designated move coordinators and advising those departments as to the next steps required to prepare and carry out the relocation.  

Operational Issues Update:

Entrances & Stairs - When the building opens in late October both the main entrance on 59th Street for the new building and the one located on 11th Avenue will be used.   However, until the tower is open in January, the passenger elevators will operate from L3 to the classroom level (1) and the exit stairs in western section of the concourse will be for emergency exit use only. 

Dining - The food kiosk on the 1st floor of the new building and the small concession stand at floor L2 should be open when the building opens.  The main cafeteria on the second floor and the street level café on 58th Street and 11th Avenue will not open until January 2012. The North Hall food service operation will be modified as we move forward. We will update you on dining facility operations as this becomes clearer.  

Your same ID will provide you with turnstile access at the new building entrances. 

The entire building, including the outdoor Jay Walk, will be smoke free.  

We can expect a strong wireless network with all indoor and outdoor areas within range.

Permanent exterior signs will be installed later in the year to integrate the new brand and logo, meanwhile temporary signs will be installed.

Finding Your Way Around:

In order to familiarize yourself with the building and how it is organized and connected to our current Haaren Hall facility, you are encouraged to review the information posted on the New Building web site. We are working on the development of a virtual tour, map guides and directories, to help you find your way around the building.  It’s worth remembering that the lobby level of Haaren Hall is connected at the Lobby Level of the new building and the 2nd floor of Haaren Hall is connected to the 2nd floor (Jay Walk and Dining Floor) of the new building.

There are numerous photos of the new building on the web site as well. 
Space Use and Reservations:

Descriptions of the new public spaces available that can be reserved for meetings and events are also on the web site.  Please note that the 76, 120 and 250 seat lecture rooms, Black box Theater, Exhibit space on L3 and Administrative conference room on floor L will not be available for reservation until mid to end of November.
