Guests with Special Needs

Seating arrangements for guests with special needs may be made through the
Office of Accessibility Services in room 1233N or call 212 237-8031.

Guests who have difficulty walking may want to arrive early to allow extra time
to get to their seats. However, it is a long distance to walk from the entrance
to seating in the theater (it is halfway between Seventh and Eighth Avenues).
Madison Square Garden does not supply wheelchairs; graduates and guests
may, of course, provide their own.

Robed College staff will be available to direct guests with special needs to
designated elevators and alternate routes to their seats.

Please Note:

The Graduation Ceremony is more than two hours long, it may be difficult for a
child to remain seated for the entire ceremony.

PHOTOGRAPHS
