
Gender is a fundamental organizing principle of human lives throughout the world. Gender Studies examines the 
way ideas about gender norms and expectations shape our lives, why they are taken to be ‘natural,’ how they think 
in binary terms (‘men’ and ‘women’), and why these traditions have been oppressive and related to other forms of 
injustice. Gender Studies is an intersectional, transnational, decolonial, and anti-racist field of study committed to 
disrupting such systemic oppressions.

Gender Studies majors learn why study of gender is crucial to fierce advocacy for justice. Our courses question the 
gender binary, normalization of straightness, origins of gender norms, and the many forces (social, historical, political, 
cultural, economic, legal) that inhibit the attainment of justice and equality for non-binary, gender expansive, and 
trans people, for cisgender women and LGBTQAI+ populations. 

We study how experience of gender varies as it intersects with sexuality, race, culture, ethnicity, migration, and 
citizenship status. Our study of gender honors various feminist traditions and queer perspectives, including Black 
feminism, Chicana feminism, transnational feminism, Asian American feminism, queer studies, trans studies, jotería 
studies, etc. 

Gender Studies will help you develop your own critical, imaginative, and active approaches to problem solving, 
research, and data collection. It will give you the knowledge and tools to express your ideas clearly, in writing and 
other contemporary media.

Through papers, artistic expression, 
multimedia group projects and discussion, students 
will have the opportunities to integrate theory, self-
reflection and action.
